On July 1, 2008, the State Plan Medical Day Care (MDC) service was discontinued.  The Developmental Disabilitiesy Administration’s (DDA) Community Pathways and New Directions Waivers added Medical Day Care as a s Service to eligible developmentally disabled DD eligible consumers who  demonstrate a nursing facility level of care.  

Medicaid continues to cover the costs for existing and new individuals in Medical Day Care Services and DDA continues to transition eligible individuals under our current waivers.
