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4. If adevice such as a video camera or an audio recording equipment is used in the areas where
people other than the person/legal guardian may visit, a posting is needed to notify the visitors of
the recording and/or taping

This educational alert does not alleviate the licensee of its responsibility of being familiar with and
implementing the following regulations. It is hoped that the above parameters (1-4) clarify the requirements
for the usage of restrictive devices and techniques.
